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Voting Information for Lamoille County, by member and volunteer Beth Springston

There are lots of options available this year for safe and easy voting. Remember - every vote
matters. Make a voting plan - and help your neighbors make a plan. Lamoille Neighbors’ volunteers
are available to help any way you need. Here’s a rundown of what’s available.

Registering to Vote - you can register to vote in Vermont up to and on the day of election. You can
register online at https://sos.vermont.gov/elections/voters/ . If you don’t like that option, you
can print out a paper registration form and mail it in, or you can go to your town clerk’s office and
fill out a registration form.

Voting Absentee : Mailing it in - Absentee ballots will be mailed and should be received by all
active voters between Sept. 21 and Oct 1. (This is new, you don’t even have to request the ballot.)
How do you know if you’re classified as an active voter? If you have voted just once in the last four
years, you are one. Follow their instructions to complete it and mail it in as soon as you have
decided your vote. REMEMBER TO SIGN THE OUTSIDE ENVELOPE ! If you choose this option, the
state suggests you mail it in by Oct. 26. It must be received by election day. To update or verify
your mailing address, go to https://mvp.vermont.gov .

Voting Absentee: Dropping it off - Voters do not have to use the US Postal Service to send in their
mail-in ballot. You can deliver your voted ballot to your local town clerk's office before the
election. Many town clerks will have a drop off ballot box available or you can simply hand it in
during business hours.

Early Voting in person - starts Sept. 19, 45 days before the election - check with your Town Clerk’s
office (see below) for location and hours.

Election Day Voting in person - on November 3 - check with your Town Clerk’s office (see below) for
location and hours.

Candidate Information - A list of all candidates who have filed in Vermont can be found at https://
sos.vermont.gov/elections/election-info-resources/candidates/ . For information about the
candidates, various media websites such as VT Digger have Candidate Voter Guides.

Town Clerk Information -some of the offices are not open during this pandemic for in person visits
but have systems for you to drop off your ballot.
